These strolls are designed to lead you to the
most spectacular displays of the season in just a half hour — walking at a leisurely pace with
time to stop and witness the beauty of the Garden. Of course, you may take all the time you
want in your discovery.

Consider using these pre-planned tours as a way to spend your lunch hour - eat in our picnic
area and then enjoy the blooms for a no-calorie dessert — bring the children when you have
a little time to kill between activities or simply enjoy the serenity of the
Garden on your own.

Fall is a great time to stroll the Garden and experience the colors of
autumn through the many panoramic views. Reds, yellows and oranges
meet you the minute you drive through the gates and continue to the tree
lined main parking area. Begin your stroll heading south on the path in
front of the Peter Navarre Cahin. Here, you will find a gorgeous view filled
with a variety of colors and hues. After passing the pioneer cabin and the
golden oaks, look to the southwest corner of the Garden where you will
see the contrast of large willows against evergreens and the skyline. As you
approach Crosby Lake, the birches lining its borders brighten up the land-
scape with sunny yellows. Walking along the pathway to the east, double
your pleasure as the colors of the season are mirrored in Crosby Lake.
At the east end of the lake, the ravine is filled with cattails and grasses
that sway in the autumn breezes. Heading north again, the Sycamore
Allee borders the walk and views. At the end of the allee, turn left again
and stop on the bridge to find red berries of dogwood trees and an
excellent vantage point to look over the festival lawn area. Before strolling
back to the parking lot, find one of the many benches to sit on and take in
the beauty of the season.
